Second, a task force of former council chairs was organized to look at the future of St. Peter’s, to
look at our needs and to help create a ministry profile which will help map future direction for
us. Third, leadership positions have been filled with able lay volunteers. Fourth, the structure of
how we conduct program and fiscal responsibilities will be looked at as we look at the best design
for church council. Fifth, we will continue to reach beyond these “four walls” to provide ministry
as God calls us to do.

Here are some things one might expect to do in 2012:
PRAY Daily
WORSHIPon a Regular Basis
READthe Bible
SERVE by sharing your time and talents
GIVE by pledging generously

It is our hope to start up Faith and Care teams again in 2012.

One other thing I’d like to mention. As our next step in Children, Youth, and Family ministry,
the Executive Board recommended to Church Council that a letter of agreement be extended to
Julie Cohrs for a six month period. This letter of agreement would be for forty hours per month
for the next six months with Julie serving in an interim capacity as an advisor on Children, Youth,
and Family Ministry. This would allow her to do some program work in those areas as well as
meeting with volunteers and parents on a regular basis as we map out the next steps in these
areas of ministry. Pastor Paul will rearrange his ministry description to be able to focus more on
Children, Youth, and Family Ministry. You will find more information about Julie and her work
in another part of this newsletter.

Training would be extended to as many members that would be interested
in receiving such training. The explorers have already agreed to provide the training. Dottie will inquire about the cost of such tool and report back to
next council meeting.

Waffle Breakfast on Sunday, January 15, 2012. Volunteer time and donations are still needed.

Todd Bornhauser presented 2012 Budget Recommendations. Total Revenue for 2012 is budgeted at $449,600, which is about $5000 less than 2011.
Total Expense is budgeted at $447,535, which is about $5000 less than 2011. We will now have a fixed mortgage payment and a required principal pay-
ment. We are still operating on a bare bones budget and still not equipped to handle any emergencies.

Q. We have 11 furnaces in this building. Some are 20+ years old. Some have not been serviced for years and some are only serviced when problems
arise. Does Properties have a replacement plan in mind?

A. We can look at more efficient ways to handle replacement of these furnaces. Possibly budgeting $1100 per year for maintenance and replace one
each year.
